An Americen Committee for the Study of War Socuments was established in 1955 as a private group of scholars interested lan docusen-
tary ressarch and especially in the microfilming of records of forslgn origin kept in Amerlcan depositories. In 1956, the American
Committes became a committee of the American Ristorieal Assoclation, Ite present Chairman (1959) 1s Professor Oron J, Hale, University
of Virginia, who was preceded by Dgan Roginald H, Phelps, Harvard University, and Professcr Lynn M, Omse of the University of Fennsylvania,
An initial Yord Fourdation grant and sdditional funds privided by the Old Dominion Foundstion enabled the Committes Yo undertake the
cataloguing and microfilming of declassified Oermas records im the custody of the World Mar II Records Divislon of the Batlional Archives
(previously TAGO, Depsrtmentsl Records Bramch) at Alexandris, Virgioia.

The plans for mcrsening aml mierofilsing of thess materiala were preparcd ty & Subcommittes on Microfilming under the Chalrmsnship
to the end of 1956 of Professor . Maloolm Carroll, Duke Univorsity, and his successor, Or, Fritz T, Bpetein, The Library of Congress,
£ Gerhard ¥einberg of ths University of Kentucky directed the microfilming team in Alexandria in 1955/7 which is now under ths

PREEFACE

This Guide is oms of & series of finding aide describing those declessified selzed German records deposited at the World Wer II Records
Divislon, ¥ational Archives, that have been microfilmed by the Microfilming Froject of the Committee for the Study of Wer Documents of the
Amoricss Historical Association, The Ouide contains the text of date sheets identifying remords filsed. A oopy of each dats sheet hag besn
filmsd ms a target sheet et the begloning of each roll of film,

The present Duide covers 193 rolls of film of recerds of the Eaicheministerium fir RMstung und Kriegsprodukticn, or Speer Ministry
{¥.A.World War 11 Records Division Record Group 1007), pertelning to the operation of the Oermen war ecomomy during World War I1. This
collection iscludes Tecords of the reglonsl subordinste of the minietry, and in particular, & large block of records of Rfstungekommanis
Aug sbu The Rls 3 dos and Bistungsinspektionen were origloally subordinetes of the Oberkommando der Wehrsacht, Wehrwirtschafts- und
Pistungsant (OEW/Wi B Ast), but were later subordinsted in part to the Speer Ministry. The records of the CKW/Wi B Ast (Records of Hesdquar-
ters, Gorman Arsed Yorces High Command, Pert I, Ouide No, 7, and Part II, Oulde forthooming) should also be consulted for records of theses
agencies, aad in particular for thelr Eriegstagetfiocher, Additional relsted materinl mey be found described in the aformentioned Guides and in
the records of the Reich Ministry of Ewonomics (Ouide No. 1); Records of the Organisstion Todt (Oulde No. U); and the Miscallanecus Gersan
Records Collection, Part II, Series EAP 6 (Guide No, §), The Speer Minlstry collection ineludes some stray files of other minlstries, military
sgencles, private firms, business organisations, and some Jarsan ien d in the ic administration and exploitation of occupled
territories. Some of the stray material dates from yesrs pricr to World War II,

In this colleotion mbout 690 folders have not been fllmed, Thess contalned the following typesof material: routine forms and correspon-
dence (o.g. spplication—forms, retion oarde, bills for offlce equipment), of which samples have been filmed; stray material, too fragmentary
to be memningful; published 1ibrary materials; tofhnical {tems (blusprints, production specifications); fragmentary card-cataloge and sta-
tigties, highly incomplste and partinlly unidentifiable; dupliostes; and badly damaged or uafilmeble items, At the end of this gulde are
described s mumber of folders of photostats which wers too poorly legible to be filmed, but include documents of wpeelal interest., These
photostats remain in the custody of the National Archives, and maybe used there, In thie Ouldo scoe groups of closely related records have been
deseribed under one gemeral description. In these cases the first frame pumber of oach folder in the group sppears below the general description.
In the descriptions of documents the following abbreviations are used: "EMfRuE® for Relchsminigterius (or Reichsminister) fiir Rfstung uad
Eriegsproduktion; “OEW/Wi Bf Amt" for (Oberk der Weh ht, Wehrvirtpchafts— und Rfstungeast; "Rl Kdo" and "B In" for Bfistungskomssndo
snd Rstungeinspoktion; "HWM® for Relchewirtschafteministerium, The provenance of files of the Helchsministeriua fr Bewaffoung und Munition
(direct predecessor of the EMfRuK) is given in this gulde as "Relchsminiwterfum fér Rflstung und Kriegsproduktion,*

The terms "Serial® and "Roll" in this Oulde refer to the sequence of the film, The "Item” ousber 1 the identification symbol on the
orizinal folder within the captured records collecticn, "Provenance” inmdicates, where sscertainable, the archival origim of the documents whose
doscription follows. The symbol "FI® means that the folder hss been filmed throughout, the sywbol "FS" denotes that the folder has been filmed
