An Americen Cosmittee for the Study of War Documents was established in 1955 as a privats group of scholars, interested im docu—
mentary research and especially in the mierofilming of records of foreigm origin kept in American depositories. In 1955 the American
Commi ttes became a committee of the American Historical Association. Its present Chairman (1960) is Professor Orom J. Hale, University
of Virginia, who was preceded by Dean Reginald H. Phelps, Harvard University, and Professor Lynn M. Case of the  University of Pannsyl-
vanis. 4n initial Ford Foundation grant mod sdditional funds provided by the Old Dominion Foundati Lilly En aad Avalon Founda-
tion gnabled the Committes to undertake the cataloguing and microfilming of declassified German records in the custody ot the World sar II
Records Division of the Kational Archives (previously TAGU, Departmental Records :lrunh) at Alsxsndria, Virginis.

The plans for soreening and microfilming of these materials wers preparsd by a th on Microfilming under the Gh-l.mn—
ship to the end of 1956 of Professor B. Malcolm Carroll, Duke University, mnd his successor, Dr. Frits T. Ep=tein, ths Library of Congress.
Toe microfilming team at Alexandria was under the d.lrneuu of Professor Gerhard L. Weinberg of the University of Michigan in 1956/57, of

Dr. Dagear Horna Perman from 1957 to September 1953, of Mr. Jamea G. MeDowell from September 1959 to August 1960, and is now undsr ths
supervision of Dr. Willard Allen Fleticher of the University of Colorsdo.

This Guide le one of a series of flnding slds descriling those declassified selzed German recoris deposited at the World Wer II Records
Division, National Archivee, which have bean microfilmed by tha Microfilming Project of the Committee for the Study of War Documents of the
Amsrican Higtorical Ascooiation. The Guide contalns ths text of data sheets identifylng records filmed. A copy of the data sheets has been
filmed ps a target sbeet at the bogloniog of each roll of f.la,

The Ouide describes 103 rolle of film of records of major German industrial firms whose directors were trisd in Nuremberg. Among these
records are those of the followlng enterprises:t Friedrich }lick Kommanditsssullochafl; PRaichowsrks Hermarn G8ring;  1.G. Farben A.G.§
Wintershall A.C.; Dresdner Bank; Reichsbank; Bankhsus J.B, Stein, Efln; Deutache Gelddiskontbank; A.0» The rscords date mainly
from ths period 193319545, snd are of greest importance for the study of trials, such asa: U.S. v. Flick, U,8. v. Kreuwch, U.S. v. Krupp, and
U.8, v. von Welsedicker. The documents printed in the Trials of ¥War O='m'swls ms well ae in the MNU" (Wurssbeore Toivetrieliste) volumss are
but a part of this infinitely larger collection of materials. 1t may b jointed out that the Microfiluwing Frojacl of the American Historical
Assoolation seperated from the "NIM 4 tation those r ds which originated in Germany prior to £ May 10U5. These L3EU items were then
organised according to origin and subject matter and filmed prior to restitution, en rolls 133-164 of ¥ationnl Archives Vicrocopy T-301, the
complets film record of the "NI" material.

The files descrited in this Cuide should prove of value for the study of the Oerman industries during the psriod 1933-19U5, and the
relsted toplcs of war preparation and mobilisation, Four-Year Plan, cartels, and activitiss of those individials who playsd a vital Tole in
German economic life. It need not be emphasised that the collsction also contains much information on the use of slave labor, prisoner of
war labor, and concentration camp labor in the Germsn war industry, om the "aryanisetion® of property in Gerrany and in Gsrman-controlled
territories, on the activities of the Heichsministerium ffir Rflatung und Ericgayroduktiua, <nd on the exploitsiion of resources in the ocou-
pied territories. Of special interest are the records of Bankhaue J.H. Stein 4n Cologne, with which Bpronm Kurt von Schroeder was assoclated,
which contain information on Himmler's circle friends and on the SS "Zcadorikorto 'S.'" Azong the files of this firm are also photostatic
and typewritten coples of gpond bet Schroedsr, von Pepen, Hjalmer Schacht and cthers, related to the politicel developments which
culminated in Hitlar's sppointment as ck llor in Ji ¥ 1933. -

Bacords in this collection which wers not filmed comsist primarily of personnsl files, accident reports, 1llegible photostats, technical
materials, stray items and miscellanecus brochures.

The terms "Serial" and "Roll® in this Oulde refer to the sequence of film. The "Item" pumber is the ldentificetion eymbol on the
original folder within the captured records collection. MProvenance" indicates, whers ascertainsble, the archival origin of the documents
whose description follows. The symbol "FP" means that the folder has been filmed througbunt; the symbol "FS" denotes that the folder has
been filmed selectively. "lat Frame" gives the frame number of the first pege of the foldsr. Bvery exposure has been given a frame number
consecutively throughout the filming operation. The "jotes" provide a general idea of thas nature of the matsrials but should not be taken as
exhangtive descriptions. Apsrt from a few minor rearrangements folders were filmed in numerical order. Although, on the whole, subjecte
tended to appear coherently and in numerical sequence, it is still necessary to check the whole Gulde for eny ome subject.
